To be eligible for the matching scholarship, the student must attend
Nelson and pursue a music degree.

All area music instructors and teachers are invited to nominate students who meet the following criteria:
1. A graduating senior at an Ellis County High School
2. Participant in a high school music program, or
3. A private music student in voice, organ, piano or other instruments

The auditions are on Tuesday, February 18, 2025, at Southwestern Assemblies of God University, Waltrip
Hall (Band Hall) in the Hagee Communication Center, Waxahachie. Auditions begin at 4:00 pm. A sign-up
for auditions will be sent the week prior to streamline this process. Criteria for judging each student will
include the teacher's written recommendation and performance of a UIL Class 1 List solo. Students must
provide their own accompanist to audition and must provide 4 copies of the music being performed.
